These 2 titles offer a variety of 
crafts to be assembled using pre-
cut elements, stickers and a blob or 
two of glue. Each time, the child can 
choose between the pre-coloured 
side or designing their very own 
creature.

PRE-CUT PAGES :

1.   Detach all the different elements from the sheet  
of card.

2.   Fold inwards along the two dotted lines so that  
the hedgehog can stand upright. 

3.   If you haven’t done so already, colour in the white 
part of the body, then bend the spikes in different 
directions. Angle the ear slightly towards you. 

4.   Stick the apple and/or the leaf somewhere  
on the hedgehog’s body.

1.   Detach all the different elements from the sheet  
of card.

2.   Fold the owl’s two side sections inwards along  
the dotted lines so that they overlap each other. 

3.   Turn your owl around so you can see its face. 

4.   Fold the top section (the beak) towards you along 
the dotted line, then thread it through the two slots 
between the eyes. 

5.   Finally, angle the owl’s feet forwards. 

STARS

 6.   Start by folding each yellow star in half. 

 7.   Unfold the star, then fold it in half again along  
another dotted line.

 8.   Continue this process until you have five  
different creases.

 9.   Force the parts of the creases leading to the star’s 
points upwards and push the others downwards.

10.   Thread some ribbon through the hole in each star  
and hang your stars up. 

HEDGEHOG

FOXES OWL

1.   Detach both elements from the sheet of card.

2.   Fold each fox’s body along the dotted lines to form  
an accordion, as shown. 

3.   Finally, fold their heads down. 2

+ STICKERS

DUCK PEACOCK

Paint a cardboard 
tube blue.

Glue on the pre-cut 
wings and feet.

Paint the peacock’s 
belly with blue paint 
or glitter nail polish or 
attach a belly sticker.

Glue on the 
pre-cut beak.

Attach the eye stickers.
You could add blue 
sequin stickers in the 
centre of the eyes.

Glue these loops to 
the back of the tube 
to create a tail. 

You could decorate your 
peacock’s tail with colourful 
sequin stickers.

Create a curly crest by winding 
pre-cut strips tightly around a 
pencil and then unfurling them.

Paint a cardboard 
tube yellow.

Attach the eye stickers and glue 
on the pre-cut beak.
You could add blue sequin stickers 
in the centre of the eyes.

Glue on your crest and the pre-cut 
wings. Attach the eyebrow stickers.

You could decorate the 
wings with blue sequin 
stickers.

Paint the duck’s belly with gold 
paint or glitter nail polish or 
attach a belly sticker.
Cut out a small semi-circle at 
the bottom of the tube.

Attach the eyebrow stickers.
Glue a colourful feather to 

your duck’s head or use the 
pre-cut feather provided.

Make several large tail loops 
by gluing together the ends of 

pre-cut paper strips.

COW DONKEY

Take your white 
cardboard tube.

Glue on the 
pre-cut head 
and ears.

Paint a cardboard 
tube grey.

Paint black 
patches on it.

Attach the eye and 
eyebrow stickers.

Glue on the pre-cut tail, 
then glue some hay in the 
donkey’s mouth.

Cut 2 ears out of 
cotton-wool pads and glue 
them to opposite sides of 
the tube.

Finally, glue on 
the pre-cut horns 
and the cow’s 
nostrils.

You could use 
a ribbon with a 
real bell instead

If you prefer, you 
could use googly 
eyes instead of 
the eye stickers.

Attach the eye and 
eyebrow stickers.
Glue on the pre-cut 
black tail.

Glue the pre-
cut band with a 

bell into a circle 
and slide it on 

to the tube.

Attach a belly sticker and 
then cut out a semi-circle at 

the bottom of the tube.

Use cotton-wool pads 
to make ears!

LION PARROT

If you prefer, you can use 
real, painted feathers 

to decorate your parrot.

Paint a cardboard tube 
orange.

Glue on the pre-cut paws.
Attach a belly sticker.

Paint a cardboard 
tube red.

You could attach red and green 
sequin stickers to the parrot’s 
belly or paint on dark red and 
green spots. Draw black lines 
around the eye stickers.

Ask an adult to cut a slot 
a little longer than the 

pre-cut beak in the middle 
of the tube, between the 

white ovals. Then slide the 
pre-cut beak into the slot. 

Glue on a feather 
as the parrot’s tail.

Glue a feather
to the top of the 
tube.

Paint a black oval 
in the centre 
of the tube.
Attach 2 white 
oval stickers.

Attach the eye 
and eyebrow 

stickers. Draw 
black lines around 

the white ovals.

Glue a feather
to each pre-cut wing

and then glue them 
to the parrot’s body.

Glue the pre-cut head 
to the mane. 
Glue them both to the 
front of the tube.

Attach the eye and 
eyebrow stickers. 
Draw on a nose and 
mouth.

Glue the pre-cut tail 
to the back of the lion.

BUTTERFLY FROG

Paint a cardboard 
tube pink.

Cut a cotton bud 
in half.

Squeeze one end of the tube 
to flatten it. Add some glue on 
the inside to keep it like this.

Attach the eye and 
eyebrow stickers.

Glue on the pre-cut legs.

Paint on dots or attach stickers to the frog’s back.
You could also attach pink and green sequin stickers.
Glue the pre-cut tongue inside the tube or use a red ribbon 
instead.

Paint a cardboard tube green.
Paint the inside red.

Paint on the nose and mouth
with white paint.
You could attach 
colourful sequin stickers 
to the butterfly’s body.

Glue the stem of the pre-cut yellow wing to the stem of the 
pre-cut turquoise wing.
Decorate the yellow wing with silver sequin stickers. 
Glue the double wing to the butterfly’s back. 
Follow the same steps to create the wings on the other side.

Glue on the pieces of cotton bud or 
use the pre-cut antennae provided.
Attach the eye and eyebrow stickers.
You could add blue sequin stickers in 
the centre of the eyes.

Make insect antennae 
out of cotton buds!

STICKERS :

Detach all the different elements from this 
sheet of card. Colour them in on the back, 
then choose whether you would prefer 
to have your coloured-in side or the pre-
printed side on the outside. Fold inwards 
along the dotted lines.

EASTER CHICK
1.   Put some glue on the flaps of the chick’s 

beak. Stick the beak and the crest to 
your chick’s head.

2.  Next, put some glue on the 3 body flaps. 
Form a pyramid shape and press down the 
flaps. Slide the chick’s wings and legs into 
the slots (figure 1).
You can now place your chick on a shelf, 
letting its legs dangle down.

EASTER BUNNY
1.   Slide flap A into slot B to form a cone 

(figure 2). You could add a piece of sticky 
tape on the inside to help hold your cone 
together. 

2.  Push the rabbit’s ears into the slots on 
either side of its head. 

Detach all the different elements from 
the sheet of card. Colour them in on the 
back and then choose which side you would 
prefer to have on the outside of each 
animal pot. Fold inwards along all of the 
dotted lines.

EASTER CHICK
1.  Put some glue on each of the flaps 

and stick the pot together as shown 
(figure 1).

2.   Insert the wings into the slots on either 
side and stick on the handle (figure 2).

EASTER BUNNY
1.  Put some glue on each of the flaps 

and stick the pot together as shown 
(figure 3). 
Stick on the ears. 

1.  Detach all the different elements from 
the sheet of card. Colour them in on the 
back and then choose which side you 
would prefer to have on the outside of 
your rabbit box.

2.  Fold inwards along the dotted lines.

3.  Put some glue on each of the flaps and 
stick the box together as shown. Then 
stick on the rabbit’s ears and whiskers 
(figure 1).

4.  Finally, fill your box with chocolate eggs!

PAPER CRAFT 

Reference: J0331 4 titles:
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1.   Detach the pieces of the paperboard 

while you assemble the coach step by 

step.

2.   Fold all the pieces as indicated by the 

dots.

3.   Glue pieces A and B together by placing 

the numbers “1” and “2” of piece A 

onto the numbers “1” and “2” of piece B 

(drawing 1).

4.   Glue pieces C and B together by placing 

the numbers “3”, “4”, “5” and “6” onto 

each other. Glue pieces C and A together 

by placing numbers “13” and “14” onto 

each other (drawing 2).

5.   Glue pieces D and B by placing the 

numbers labelled “17” onto each other 

(drawing 3).

6.   Glue the princess inside the coach by 

placing the numbers labelled “15” onto 

each other (drawing 4).

7.  Glue piece E to pieces A and C by placing 

the numbers “7”, “8”, “9”, “10”, “11”, “12” 

and “18” onto each other (drawing 5).

8.  Glue the coachman at the front of the 

coach by placing the numbers labelled 

“16” onto each other (drawing 6).

SCEPTRE

1.  Detach all the pieces of the sceptre from 

the paperboard and bend all the areas 

indicated by dots.

2.   Glue the numbers labelled “3” onto each 

other and the numbers labelled “4” onto 

each other to form a tube.

3.  Bend the stick and glue the numbers 

labelled “5” onto each other (drawing 2).

4.  Glue the first circular piece on the 

number “1” of the stick (drawing 3).

5.  Insert the tube around the yellow part 

of the stick and push it until it curves 

(drawing 4).

6.  Glue the other circular piece onto the 

number “2”.

1.   Detach all the pieces of the crown from 

the paperboard and bend all the areas 

indicated by dots. 

2.  Form the rectangular supports labelled 

C (drawing 1). Glue each support onto 

the crown by placing the number “3” 

of the support onto the number “3” of 

the crown. Glue a heart on each support 

by placing the number “4” of the heart 

onto the number “4” of the support. Use 

support D for the big heart.

3.   To form the crown, glue pieces A and B 

together by placing the numbers “1” and 

“2” of piece A onto the numbers “1” and 

“2” of piece B (drawing 2).
